GROUP VISIT INFORMATION 

Museum Hours 

SAM is open daily from 10am - 7pm, with late closing every Friday at 9.00pm. 

Admission Fees 

Free admission for:

· Students and teachers from Ministry of Education (MOE) primary to tertiary institutions, or 1 adult (e.g. accompanying parent volunteer) for every 20 students.

· Pre-schoolers and teachers accompanying their pre-school groups (1 adult for every 5 pre-schoolers).
· Students and teachers from international schools under the NHB International Schools Membership Scheme. 

· The public after 6.00pm on Fridays.

For other students and teachers, regular admission charges are as follows: 

· $10 per adult

· $5 per student (student ID required)
Gallery Capacity

· For large student groups, teachers should divide the students into smaller groups of 20 or less, with each group accompanied by 1 teacher.

· Teachers may bring up to a maximum of 200 students to SAM at any one time.
Museum Etiquette

Please brief your students on museum etiquette before your visit.

· Only photography without flash is allowed in the galleries.

· No touching of the artworks is allowed, unless stated otherwise.

· Noise level should be kept to a minimum at all times in the museum.

· There should be no running in the galleries or on the grounds of the museum.

· Strictly no food and drinks are allowed in museum premises, with the exception of the courtyard area.

Other Notes For Teachers

·  Teachers or accompanying adults should be with the students at all times to maintain discipline and keep noise levels conducive to all visitors for their enjoyment of the artworks.
· The school will be held responsible for any misconduct and damages incurred during their visit to the museum, with the possibility of forgoing their guided tour privileges for the rest of the year.


Planning Visits

For all school group visits, we are pleased to offer complimentary planning visits for teachers to familiarize themselves with SAM, its facilities and its exhibitions. 

· This planning visit is free of charge for Ministry of Education (MOE) teachers upon the presentation of their teacher IDs at the front desk.

· Non-MOE teachers are welcome and can notify SAM (nhb_sam_education@nhb.gov.sg) at least 7 working days before the date of visit to arrange for waiver of admission. Planning visits are not confirmed until written notice is received from SAM.

There are two kinds of school group visits: Self-directed visits and Guided visits.



Self-directed Visits
Self-directed visits are when teachers lead their students through SAM’s galleries on their own.

· To plan their visit, teachers can download educational material from our website: (http://www.singaporeartmuseum.sg/exhibitions/index.php) 

· Teachers are encouraged to conduct activities at SAM (e.g. sketching with pencils etc.). However, no physical activities (e.g. games) should be conducted unless prior permission is granted.

· Please note that the museum public tours are strictly for walk-in visitors and not for school groups.

Guided Visits
For guided visits, docents from SAM will lead your students on a tour through SAM’s galleries. Guided tours can support and expand classroom learning, but if you wish to bring your students to SAM with a specific learning agenda, please register for a self-directed visit. 

· Guided tours are subject to availability of volunteer guides. Guides are assigned on a first come first served basis.
· Maximum capacity per tour guide is 20 students.
· The duration of each guided tour is approximately 1 hour.

· Please arrive on time for your visits as programs and tours will be conducted based on schedule and not on arrival.
· The Guided Tours are complimentary for all MOE schools and schools under the NHB International Schools Membership Scheme. For non-MOE schools or foreign schools, guided tours are charged at $200 per tour (museum admission is included; max. 20 pax.).


Deadlines

To ensure the best possible timeslots for your school:

· Self-directed visits – email your booking form at least 3 weeks in advance.
· Guided visits – email your booking form by the 7th of the month prior to the date of your visit (i.e. if you wish to come anytime in July, please send us your form by 7th June.)

Changes and Cancellations
· If changes need to be made, SAM will try to accommodate your request if it is sent at least 2 weeks in advance.

· Please inform SAM of any cancellations at least 3 days in advance.

· Same-day cancellations or a “no-show” of visit without prior notification will result in the levy of a $100 administrative fee.
